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2. Admission Policy to Master’s degree programs at AltSTU in 2011
2.1Terms and Conditions
2.1.1 Citizens of the Russian Federation, individuals who do not have proof of citizenship status of another foreign state, compatriots living abroad and foreign citizens are admitted to AltStU Master’s degree programs.
2.1.2 The number of citizens enrolled to the first year of Master’s degree programs under federal budget funding is regulated and fall into quota limits annually introduced by Russian Federation Ministry for Education and Science. Admission to study at AltSTU that falls out of introduced quota limits is only available for citizens on a contract basis with their tuition paid by legal body or individually. Non-budget admission quotas are also limited and introduced by AltSTU Academic Council in accordance with the license for educational services.
2.1.3 Admission to designated Master’s degree programs is merit-based and available for those who hold a diploma for higher education and refers to:
     -Individuals successfully completed Bachelor’s degree programs at AltSTU or      other HEIs in Russia in current academic year, and also individuals who hold “diploma of specialist” qualification (completed multistage higher professional education);
     - individuals previously resigned from HEIs voluntarily after they obtained   specialist qualification and Bachelor’s degree diploma or discontinued their education in order to start work and due to other reasonable excuses;
      -  individuals applying for a Master’s degree program on a contract basis with their tuition expenses fully paid and who previously completed their training in a Bachelor’s degree program and hold a diploma of specialist or Master’s degree; non-resident foreign citizens living in the Russian Federation and individuals who demonstrated poor academic score for public-funded admission to merit-based AltSTU Master’s degree programs.
An independent pre-admission contest is held for state-funded Master’s degree programs as well as for contract-based with self-paid tuition.
2.1.4 Admission to Master’s degree programs for individuals who already hold Master’s degree is viewed as further (second) higher professional education.
2.1.5 Entrants submit their application documents for Master’s degree programs to admission offices at AltSTU faculties and institutes. Certifying committees at AltSTU faculties and institutes organize and hold pre-university entrance tests to Master’s degree programs. 
AltSTU Admission Office is in charge of enrollment in Master’s degree programs.

2.2Master’s degree programs 
2.2.1 Full-time and part-time (evening) programs for Master’s degree are available at AltSTU. The accredited programs for Master’s degree for higher professional education are listed below in the Table:

The updated list of Master’s degree programs currently available at AltSTU is approved upon introduction of admission quota limits at AltSTU for 2011 prior to admission.
2.3 Application submission
2.3.1 Application for admission to AltSTU is filled by an individual in person by entrance test score. Upon applying for admission to AltSTU entrants submit whether an original document or copy of ID (international passport), citizenship and state-issued education records along with 6 photos, 3х4 sized. In case the submitted documents are not accurate and false, AltSTU denies the application.
Only one designated Master’s degree program (full-time, distance, part-time) may be applied for in the name of Rector. Hereupon, an applicant may apply for either a full-time or distance part-time program at the same time.
2.3.2 Application period for all Master’s degree programs lasts from June 20th till July 25th.
2.4 Entrance Tests
2.4.1 In order to enter Master’s degree programs, applicants are required to take pre-university, integrated tests with 100 maximum entry score. The materials for pre-university, integrated tests are introduced and endorsed by certifying committees at the faculties (institutes) which administer admission to Master's degree programs. 
2.4.2 Pre-university entrance tests are held in Russian from July 26th till August 15th.  The curriculum for all full-time and distance part-time Master’s degree programs at AltSTU is placed no later than June 20th.
2.4.3 Strong academic score shall be obtained by an applicant to enter Master’s degree programs. The minimum required score out of 100 is introduced by AltSTU and grants admission to Master’s degree programs. The minimum required score needed to enter programs is authorized by AltSTU Admissions and introduced no later than June 20th, 2011. 
2.4.4 Pre-university entrance tests results are placed in Admission Office and university site www.altstu.ru
2.4.5 Applicants have the right to file for an appeal-a letter of dispute in writing that appeals to violation in procedure that has led to a lower score or mistake in evaluation.
2.5 Competition and Enrollment
2.5.1 Enrollment to Master’s degree programs under federal budget funding is available on a competitive and non-competitive basis. Enrollment takes place no later than 10 days prior to the start of classes in a designated program of study.
2.5.2 Enrollment to Master’s degree programs under federal budget funding is administered for:
а) Applicants who successfully went through pre-university testing and are otherwise eligible for non-competitive enrollment;
b) Applicants who successfully went through pre-university testing and are otherwise eligible for priority competitive enrollment;
2.5.3 Applicants who demonstrated poor academic score for public-funded admission to merit-based programs may be enrolled on a contract basis with their tuition paid by legal body or individually. Non-budget enrollment to Master’s degree programs is also merit-based.
2.5.4 Enrollment directive(s) by results of pre-university entrance tests in a merit-based competition with scores obtained to study in programs either under federal budget funding or contract-based with paid tuition is (are) placed in AltSTU official web-site http://www.altstu.ru and information desk in Admission Office.

2.5.5 Applicants denied to enter AltSTU must retrieve their submitted copies of documents and photos either in person upon proof of their ID (international passport) and application package receipt (or to be surrendered to third parties under power of attorney) no later than August 20th, 2011.
